The study attributed this
surge to the faster melting
and shrinking of the Hima-
layan glaciers due to global
warming.

The study, titled ‘Basin-
seale spatio-temporal devel-

opment of glacial lakes in
the Hindukush-Karakoram-
Himalayas', highlights that
rising global temperatures

are retreating to higher alti-
tudes. It also found that the
mean elevation of glacial
lakes has increased from
4,787m in 1990 to 4,754m in
2R0. This shift highlights
how climate change is re-
shaping the cryospheric
landscape—regions where
water remains in solid for-
m—of one of the world's
most fragile mountain eco-
systems.
