JAIPRAKASH POWER VENTURES LTD. FILES DRHP WITH SEBI

Jaiprakash Power Ventures Ltd. (JPVL), subsidiary of Jaiprakash Associates Ltd., the flagship of the Jaypee Group filed the Draft Red Herring Prospectus with Securities Exchange Board of India (SEBI) on 9th January, 2008.
JPVL currently owns and operates 400 MW Vishnuprayag plant in the State of Uttarakhand, which is the largest operating hydroelectric power plant in India’s private sector. The plant has generated energy in excess of its Design Energy with plant availability in excess of 98% in its first year of operation. The project did not involve any submergence or rehabilitation and was commissioned approximately six months ahead of the stipulated time.
The company is also implementing 1000 MW Nigrie Thermal power plant in district Sidhi (Madhya Pradesh) and proposes to subscribe to equity shares of Jaypee Karcham Hydro Corp. Ltd. which is implementing 1000 MW run-of-the-river hydroelectric power project in Himachal Pradesh and of Jaypee Powergrid Ltd. which is developing a 230 KM long power transmission project.

JPVL also plans to implement hydroelectric projects in Arunachal Pradesh (2025 MW Lower Siang and 500 MW Hirong) and Meghalaya (450 MW Kynshi II and 270 MW Umngot).
